CASE STUDIES

Who: an unemployed person

Got Involved In: founding in 2000 a criminal

network organisation, harbouring criminals on
the territories of Moldavia, Romania, the
Ukraine, active in human- and children
trafficking, and procuration/pimping

Very lucrative revenues

Penalty: life imprisonment







CASE STUDIES

Who: Chief of the District Council

Accused of: Through power abuse recruited
13 individuals and put them on a list of a dance
band members, invited to participate in a dance

competition in Spain

Received sum of reimbursement: 1800$ per
person or 23,400% in total

Qualified as: Power abuse, forgery
Penalty: a fine




CASE STUDIES

Who: The chairman of the Sport/Gymnastics
Federation

Accused of: forging with 2 other accomplices
of the official documents/certificates for 4
Individuals, aiming at getting a Czech entrance

visa through passing the 4 individuals off as
“sportsmen’.

Recelved sum of reimbursement: 3800 Euro
per person

Qualified as: organisation of illegal migration
Penalty: convicted to 5 years of imprisonment




CASE STUDIES

- Another aspect of combating against corruption
IS the ‘corruptional resistance’ of the law
enforcement bodies, meaning their resistance to
bribery or mixing with criminals.

- 6 cases of criminal prosecution of individuals,
accused of attempted bribery of public officials
(for ‘solving an issue’) were proceeded in 2007.
The size of bribe: some 200-2000 Euro




RECOMMENDATIONS

To combat human trafficking successfully we
need

To elaborate a comprehensive approach, not

limited to the legal prosecution/penalties only.

To prevent corruption and ensure the
Independence of relevant institutions,

responsible for prevention, prosecution and
punishment




RECOMMENDATIONS

To involve the civil society , to ensure
mass/media independent approach and
coverage

To set up independent Institutions

Effective cooperation of governmental
bodies -departments with the international
and non-governmental organisations ;

To enhance close cooperation of the law
enforcement bodies with countries of origin
and the countries of destination .
